Jacob told Laban that he loved Rachel,
his youngest daughter, and that he would
work for him seven years for her to be his
wite. Laban agreed.

The seven years seemed but a few days
to Jacob. He had fallen in love with her at
first sight. and thus began a romance that
lasted many years and was terminated only
with the untimely death of his beloved Ra-
chel on his return to his ancestral home at
Hebron.

By the terms of their agreement Jacob
was to work seven years for Rachel. **And
Jacob served seven years for Rachel; and
they seemed unto him but a few days, for
the love he had to her.”” In good faith Jacob
kept his part of the contract.

The time for the wedding came. The
ceremony was at night and the bride was
heavily veiled. Only after the ceremony
did Jacob discover that Laban had deceived
him by substituting Leah. her older sister,
for Rachel. When Jacob hotly protested.
his father-in-law calmly stated that it was
not customary ‘‘in our place to give the
younger before the first-born."" Jacob loved
Rachel but was informed by her father that
he could have her only by working seven
more years.

He had no alternative but to accept
the terms of Laban. However, he under-
stood now the character of the man with
whom he was to deal. In his subsequent
dealings with Laban he was able not only
to take care of himself, but to become pros-
perous. In the meantime his family was
growing. Leah, Rachel and two concubines
bore children to him. According to the chap-
ters preceding this lesson, there were twelve
sons and one daughter.

Jacob began to do business his way and
eventually he was a rich man. He began to
notice that Laban didn’t feel toward him as
he once did. The Lord spoke unto Jacob
and said. "*Return unto the land of thy fath-
ers. and to thy kindred; and 1 will be with
thee.”

RETURN TO CANAAN

The years at Padan-Aram passed swift-
ly. if not too happily for Jacob. He never]
intended to live here permanently, so the
vision of God with the command to retumn
to Canaan was welcomed. But in carrying|
out the command he faced two difficulties.
Laban. for obvious reasons. did not want
him to leave. Then too. he was fearful of his
meeting with Esau back home. After one
unsuccesstul attempt he was at last able to

escape with his family. his flocks and herds.

RECONCILIATION WITH ESAU

Esau and his descendants were settled
in the land of Edom, directly south of He-
bron and the Dead Sea. Jacob could have
settled in central Canaan without meeting
Esau. but he was determined to settle the
old differences with his brother.

When he had reached a certain place
he sent presents. means of wealth to ap-
pease Esau. He came to the little river Jab-
bok which emptied into the Jordan. From
here the messengers went to meet Esau
and prepare the way for Jacob later. The
emissaries returned with the announcement
that Esau was coming with four hundred
men to meet him. Deeply disturbed, Jacob
prepared for the worst. To his great sur-
prise. however. Esau came not to war, but
with peaceable intent. Jacob presented
costly gifts to his brother and the two were
reconciled. Esau returned to his own home.
leaving Jacob to follow his course home-
ward without interference.

FROM * JACOB”’ TO “ISRAEL”

In the Garden of Eden (Genesis 3:15)
God promised Adam and Eve and the entire
human race of all ages a Saviour. That prom-
ise was renewed with Abraham. with Isaac
and also with Jacob.

The name “‘Jacob' meant ““supplan-
ter.”” But now he is a new man. Things have
changed. On the banks of the River Jabbok,
all alone, he wrestled all night with an angel.
Whatever difficulties we may have in ex-
plaining the details of this strange experi-
ence, certain important facts are clear.

God spoke to Jacob, made a covenant
with him and changed his name from Jacob
“supplanter™ to Israel (prince of God).
From this time Jacob was different. The
weaknesses in character up to now so prom-
inent in his career, began to disappear.
Henceforth lite was characterized by a deep
devotion to the work of God. He was now
a man with a mission. His strong gifts were
to be used no longer for unworthy and selt-
ish purposes. but for God. He was at last
a prince of God walking in the ways of Abra-
ham.

ISRAEL

The name ““lIsrael’” also means *“ruling
with God.™" It was about 1739 B.C. when
God called Jacob Israel. We note that to be
a prince with God. and to rule with God has
a greal meaning. Genesis 32:28. The
name appears later in the Old Testament
3.289 times. in the New Testament 78 times.
making a total of 3.367 times in the Bible.

Again we wish to call your attention to
the tact that the promise of a Saviour. who
was Jesus. born in Bethlehem, came
through the promises made to Abraham.
Isaac and Jacob. The twelve sons of Jacob
became known in Biblical history. as well
as in world history. the nation of Israel.

A NEW NAME

Jacob received a new name. Things
had changed with him and his life. When an
individual meets the Lord and is saved. he
or she is a new person. ““Therefore if any
man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old
things are passed away: behold, all things
are become new.’" (Il Corinthians 5:17).

“*But when the fulness of the time was
come. God sent forth his Son. made of a
woman. made under the law. To redeem
them that were under the law. that we might
receive the adoption of sons. And because
ye are sons. God hath sent torth the Spirit
of his Son into your hearts, crying Abba,
Father. Wherefore thou art no more a ser-
vant. but a son: and if a son, then an heir
of God through Christ.”” (Gal. 4:4-7) Read
Revelation 2:17.

CHRIST BORN IN BETHLEHEM

Approximately 4.000 years of human
history passed and generation after gene-
ration lived and died. From one generation
to another the promise of God to Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob was taught. The world
waited. The old prophets of God had long
finished their courses and had gone to be
with God when finally one night while shep-
herds were watching over their tlocks near
Bethlehem. the message came trom heaven.
1 bring you good tidings of great joy. which
shall be to all people. For uhto you is born
this day in the city of David a Saviour.which
is Christ the Lord.

dead.’” We notice here that we are begotten
again toa LIVELY HOPE, or a living hope,
by the resurrection from the dead. All of this
is hinged on the resurrection from the dead.
If Christ had not risen from the dead we
would have no hope; but since he has risen
from the dead, and that He is alive forever-
more, we have a hope that shall never die.
The writer to the Hebrews describes this
hope as an Anchor of the soul, as he wrote:
**Who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon
the hope set before us; which hope we have
as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stead-
fast, and which entereth into that within the
veil; whither the forerunner is for us
entered, even Jesus, made a priest forever
after the order of Melchisedec.”” Hebrews
6:18-20. Christ has entered in within the veil
yonder in glory, and He is the anchorage,
and so our hope is steadfast. Let the storms
come and the waves dash high, the anchor
still holds. A hope, if you please, that
lives. This is our hope of glory, and we
rejoice in it. (Romans 5:2). The saints still
living haven’t entered into glory as yet, but
we rejoice in hope of it. But let me say here
that hope in Christ is something better than
just a mere desire or wish. We wish for
things that never come and desire very much
for something that never occurs, but this
hope that we have in Christ, as the
Scriptures teach, is sure and steadfast.
TO AN INHERITANCE, 1 Peter 1:4

The hope that we have is to an
inheritance, it reaches out to those great
possessions that we now have a title to and
will enter into in the future. The child of God
is rich, he has riches untold. The Bible says
that we are heirs of God, and joint heirs with
Jesus Christ. Romans 8:17. We shall share in
the riches of His Kingdom along with Him.
Peter describes this inheritance in this great
verse, | Peter 1:4, He says; 1. It is incorrup-
tible, it will always remain sound, never rot
or decay; 2. It is undefiled, never be made
dirty or impure; 3. It will never fade away.
Some people are fortunate enough to inherit
beautiful things from their people, but such
beauty will eventually fade away. There is a
place in sight of where we live that sets on a
knoll, and was once a beautiful home,
surrounded by beautiful grass land and
around this a snow-white fence. 1 am told
that this place was handed down from father
to son; the son couldn’t keep it up, or didn’t
do it and now the house and barn is delapi-
dated, the beautiful grass land is grown up in
weeds, and the fence isn’t snow-white any-
more. All that beauty has faded, and that
son’s inheritance looks like a wreck. But
Peter is telling his readers that their inheri-
tance would not fade. He says further that it
is reserved in heaven for you. Nothing we
have earthly is ever absolutely secure, but
our interitance in heaven is set apart, kept
there, stored up, and as Peter says, ‘‘For
you’’ Nobody will rob you of it.

KEPT BY THE POWER OF GOD, 1 Peter
1:5

““Who are kept by the power of God
through faith unto salvation ready to be re-
vealed in the last time.”” Peter is saying that
not only is your interitance secure but you
too are kept by the power of God. This
makes it dead sure that you shall one day
enter into you interitance; your possession
in glory cannot be destroyed, and the devil
can’t get you. So this makes everything safe;
and this should encourage you, you who are
depressed and cast down.

The above verse says, we are kept by
the power of God through faith unto
salvation, and you might argue that if we
keep faith we shall be saved in heaven. Any-
body who has trusted in Jesus Christ from
his heart will never cease to believe, how

could he? Faith becomes weak sometimes,
but the light of faith will never go out; faith
will persevere. Jesus assures our ultimate
and full salvation when He said, **And this is
the Father’s will which hath sent me, that of
all which He hath given me I should loose
nothing, but should raise it up again at the
last day.”” John 6:39.

GREAT JOY, 1 Peter 1:6
Wherein ye greatly rejoice, though now
for a season, if need be, ye are in heaviness
through manifold temptations;’” This verse
seems to refer to verse 6 where he speaks of
that ultimate and full salvation that shall be
revealed in the last time, this is when Jesus
comes again. Wherein ye greatly rejoice.
Who wouldn’t? Who is it that couldn’t? Only
those who do not possess that great hope
that he mentioned, verse 4, it is the sinner
that can’t rejoice. But Peter says here, **Ye
greatly rejoice, though now for a season, if
need be, ye are in heaviness through
manifold temptations’ Their hearts were
heavy at times because of the hardships that
they were enduring. They were sojourners,
scattered abroad, having been deprived of
their inheritance in the Land of Caanan. But
like Abraham they were looking for a city
whose builder and maker is God; and the
promised land to all of God’s blood bought
children.
Having not seen the Lord, or even what
He has in store for those that love Him, we
rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of
glory, as we note: ‘*"Whom having not seen,
ye love; in whom, though now ye see Him
not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy
unspeakable and full of glory.”” 1 Peter 1:8.
If we can rejoice in Him now, having not
seen Him and what He has in store for us,
Oh, what joy it will be when we come face to
face with Him, and see all that He has
prepared for us! If God’s people would think
more of what Peter is writing about here in
this great chapter, the world would loose
much of its appeal, and all of us would be
more devoted to Him who paid the great
price to make it all possible. And it would
keep us from being discouraged more than
anything. God inspired men to write mes-
sages in His Holy Scriptures to lift His peo-
ple when they need it; and that is actually
what Peter is doing in this part of his writ-
ings. His people scattered abroad because of
persecution were suffering, and maybe it
was hard to keep their courage up. So a re-
minder of the good things that they pos-
sessed in Christ Jesus now, and the glorious
things that are yet to come, was very need-
ful for them. And of course we all need to be
reminded quite often of our blessed heri-
tage lest we faint; and God intended for us
also to know about these great riches. So He
had this great message preserved and
brought down to us.

The Welsh Tract Church was
organized in June, 1701 in Wales, and sailed
in church capacity to America, arriving at
Philadelphia on Sept. 8, 1701.

One of the Welsh Churches from which
these came was the Hillcliff Baptist Church
which was organized in Wales, England in
987 A.D. by Aaron Arlington who came
from the Lima Piedmont Church.

The Lima Piedmont Church was
organized in 812 A.D. by Balcaleo who
came from the Timto Church in Asis Minor.

The Timto Church was organized in 738
