Israel Reports Earliest God’s Name Inscription

TEL AVIV (UPI) - An Israeli
archaeologist has found the ear-
liest inscription of God’s name
ever discovered in Jerusalem
etched on a seventh century B.
C. silver prayer scroll, an Israeli
newspaper reported recently.

The scroll, made of 99.9%
pure silver, was discovered

three years ago by Tel Aviv
University archaeologist
Gabriel Barkay, but was only
unraveled last month in a labor-
atory by use of a special tech-
nique, the Jerusalem Post, said.
