Thc digs. under the auspic.s of the
Hebrcw Universitv. the Governrnent
Antiquities D€partinelt and the Isracl
Erploration Society, ar€ directed by
Gidcon Focrster. Amonc this season's
finds are splendid pottei, 8lass, silver
and gold artifacts dating back to the
post-Temple period, as wcll as to an-
l ioui tv.
