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Marine Credits Prayer
As Help For Survival

SAN DIEGO, Calif —Pvt. Raymon Esea-
lera, the Marine who had a live rifle
grenade removed from his throat, says
he eredits prayer with helping to bring
him through h!s ordeal in Vietnam.

Ezcalera is bzing treated at San Diego
Maval Hoszpital for wounds suffered in a
battle near Da Nang Dec. 20.

He said his patrol had been sent out
to help another patrol which had been
ambushed and that he thinks he saw
the Communist guerrilla who fired the
rifle grenade at him,

“He was on the other side of a stream
bes.de the road,” he said. T didn't shoot
at him because he was wearing an A-
merican-style helmet.”

Fscalera, 20, of Los Angeles, was help-
ed by two hospital corpsmen after being
hit in the throat and the leg.

“I just lay there chocking and tried
to keep breathing. I thought I wouldn't
make it. 1 thought I would chock to
death. But the corpsman told me to pray
to God and I did,” he said.

Escalera said he waited about four
hours before an evacuation helicopter
removed him to a hospital in Da Nang,
where the grenade was removed. He
said he didn't know at the time he was
carrying a live explosive in his throat.

“When I woke up from surgery and
found myself sitting there I was so
happy that right away I gave the doctor
and his staff the biggest thank-you I
could—I was so glad to be alive,” he
said.

Lt. Cmdr. James Chandler of San
Francisco was the surgeon who removed
the grenade from Escalera's throat. A
demolition team exploded the projectile.
