Dear Bro. Vanderpool and friends,

We are sending our greetings in the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ from
Japan. We think of you often and pray
for you there in States. It is always nice
to hear from you all how Lord blessed
each of you and how you are praying for
us both in public and private. That is
wonderful privilege to us.

Now we are having rainy season since
early June this year. We have a lot of rain,
hot and sticky weather, however, we are
fine and doing fine for his glory here in
Japan, for which we are thankful unto
the Lord. I and my family are fine. We
praise the Lord that souls being saved
through our missionary worl.

Many friends asked me how our revival
of May went. Though we have many
hindrances and oppositions from God’s
enemies, we have victories over them by
His help, so I would like to tell my
ceaders of His grace. We visited nearly
two thousand houses in the area where
we are and gave invitation to church with
four kinds of tracts which tell them
Christ and His Salvation. Passed out three
thousand tracts to passers-by on the
streets. 1 drove the car announcing

meetings with speakers three times a day.
Many posters and sign- boards. Surely
they know what we are doing. Posters
torn off, sign-boards had broken. Some
one brought some dungs on steps to
church. We had disagreeable phone calls
from different people telling ‘‘quit
meeting’’. We didn't have opposition this
bad before. They went on 24 hours
traffic strike and then 48 hours strike. All
the traffic had stopped. We had a
cloud-burst and flood during our revival.

On heavy rainy night, a man got saved
beautifully. He was the only attendant
that night. Bro. Torikoshi, 32 years old, is
a fine Christian now. Everything is new to
him. He is growing in the grace so fast
now. An immoral woman got saved one
night. She repented her sin and trusted
Jesus, her personal Saviour. She was so
happy and had tears in her eyes. We had
tears, too, praising Him. After the revival,
I visited her at the bar, Madam of the bar
told me she quit and went to her home in
the country. Madam didn't know her
address. God knows all about her. Two
rededicated and one accepted by letter.
Could you count the results we have? We
can’t count numbers which are seen. So
we just do what we must do and He wil!

Then she turned to me
and bowed her head and tried to worship
em putting her both hands together. I
cried, “No, no, no, obasan (old lady)". I

tell you she is so religious but doesn't
know true faith and it’s object. It was
another good chance to tell good news of
Christ, but she held on her heathenism
and went out. I really hope she makes
preparation to meet God in this world.

Pollution Threatens Sea of Galilee

JERUSALEM (RNS)—General Avraham Yoffe, head of Israel's_ Nature
Preserve Authority, has voiced grave concern that the Sea of Galilee will

fall vietim of man-made pellution.

Speaking during Nature Preservation Week, the Israeli conservationist
said, “The Sea of Galilee, sacred to Judaism and Christianity, is doomed
to utter ruin by man-made pollution if immediate measures are not taken

to save it

The Sea of Galilee, known also as the Lake of Genezareth and the
Sea of Tiberias, is one of Israel's main health resort areas, particularly
in Winter because of its almost sub-tropical climate. )

For some time, now, it has heen threatcned by seepage of fertilizers
from Upper Galilee fields, In addition, hotels rising on the seashore have

contributed to its pollution.

After the death of her parents, she
lived with other people in various parts of
the country. She held church membership
with Mt. Tabor, Defeated Creek, Willette,
Dixon’s Creek, all in Tennessee, and Old
Union and Fifth Street, now (Fairview
Memorial) in Kentucky.

She did house work in her blind
condition, and no less, she worked
faithfully in the Master’s vineyard. She
witnessed to hundreds and no doubt led
many to seek the Lord for salvation. I
remember when [ was a young boy, Aunt
Bide came to our home in Smith County,
Tennessee, and attended a revival at

Caney Fork Seminary Baptist Church. I
can best remember her by the large black
bonnet that she always wore.

[ do not have the date of her death,
but she was 77 years of age when Bro.
Massey wrote her biography in 1933.

On January 22, 1953, a Missionary
Baptist Church was organized at
Riddleton, Smith County, Tennessee,
through the labors of Elder L. A. Stewart.
After organization, that body wasnamed
Bide Russell Memorial Baptist Church.
